
In 1990, Donella H. Meadows published the original ‘State of the Village Report’ taking current world statistics and reproduced them as they 
would appear in a village of just 100 people. This village reflects the variations of the real world in values we can understand. 

With updates based on data for 2005, statistics look like this...

Living Conditions
	 80 would live in housing you would consider UNFIT for habitation
	 39 would lack access to improved sanitation
	 33 don’t have access to safe water
	 24 would not have access to electricity
	 76 people who do have access to electricity, most only use it for light at night
	 18 people are overweight
	 50 wouldn’t have enough to eat and would suffer from malnutrition
	 1 would be dying of starvation
	T here would be 42 radios, 24 televisions, 14 telephones and 7 computers
	 7 people would own a car or van of some sort
	 7 people would have access to the Internet
	 5 people from the USA would own 32% of the entire wealth of the village
	 83% of the fertilizer is used on 40% of the land owned by the richest 27 people 
	T he unfertilized 60% of the land produces 28% grain and feeds 73 of the people
	 1 person would have control of enough nuclear weapons to vaporize the village

place to sleep ... you are more comfortable than 75% of the people in this world.
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
